 Pain

 Inflammation

 Altered colour perception

  Reduced light-dark adaptation

  Reduced field of vision which MAY lead to disqualification for    
 driving by the DVLA  

YOU ARE OBLIGED TO NOTIFY THE DVLA OF YOUR LASER TREATMENT.

 Fluid accumulation in the central retina (macula oedema) which may 
resolve or which may reduce the central vision

 Bleeding into the retina or vitreous jelly of the eye

 Fibrosis (scarring) of the retina

 Need for further laser treatment quite possible

	 If the laser treatment does not work, surgery may be required

 Inadvertent damage to the retina and rarely loss of sight
