Risks And Complications 

Immediate complications

•  Incomplete abortion  
    Retained products/products requiring surgical intervention 90 in 1000 (9%)

•  Bleeding 
    About 6 in 1000 (0.6%) will require a blood transfusion

•  Continuing pregnancy - fetus not expelled after repeated drug regimens 8 in 1000 (0.8%)

•  Uterine rupture – 2 in 100,000 cases

•  Infection 5 in 100 (5%)

Delayed complications

In the Early Weeks

a)  Uterine/pelvic infection – less than 5 in 100

b)  Short term emotional distress

Long Term

a)  Future reproductive outocome

No proven association between abortion and infertility or ectopic pregnancy.  However, it may be 
associated with a small increase risk of subsequent miscarriage or preterm delivery.

b)  Psychological sequalae

These are rare.  Some studies suggest a small increase risk of suicide, attempted suicide or self 
harm after abortion.  These may reflect the pre-existing condition.

Breast Cancer Risk

There is no association between induced abortion and breast cancer.
